Wim Reybroeck, expert in testing agricultural products, and connected to the
Institute for Agriculture and Fisheries research (ILVO), advised on honey
legislation, the parameters to be tested and the recommended test methods.

The aim of the
project is to offer biogas as an alternative power
source to farmers in the TarmaHuinco area.

Approach and results:

The biogas expert Bruno Mattheuws was asked to investigate whether this

type of system is technically and practically feasible in the Tarma area
(Andes).

The result is positive: it is possible to build this type of installation at a rather

low cost. The report should help to attract and convince financial sponsors to
participate in the project.
